Nowaday, the topic of "go green" or campaigns
calling for environmental protection are
extremely active on websites and newspapers.

It is easy to see that the root cause of
environmental problems comes from
convenience, gradually forming habits in
people's lives. Therefore, people's attitudes and
behaviors are the core factors that create a
healthy, clean and beautiful environment, and
for the sustainable development of the whole
society in the future. Just imagine if each of us
cared more about the earth with just one small
thing, how grateful the earth would be to us.

Usually a new habit needs roughly 30 - 60 days
to be established and when we use those 60
days to get used to small actions such as:

There are things we do unconsciously
before we even realize it (turn off the water and
electricity), there are things we do because we
see others doing and want to do it (rejecting
plastic bags), there are things that sometimes
carry to a certain inconvenience for us (buy your
own water bottle and remember to bring it).

Doing good doesn't always come from "big
words" reasons, sometimes we do it simply
because we can, and we are eager to do it.
